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   Power the radio

1. Installing the batteries, first turn battery cover fixture anti-clockwise 
    to loosen and pull down the battery cover.

Note: 
Before you insert the batteries, if you use non-rechargeable batter-
ies, make sure the Charger/Batteries switch which located inside 
the battery compartment is switched to Batteries position. 
If you use rechargeable batteries, make sure to switch Charger/
Batteries switch to Charger position. 

2. Insert 4 X C size (UM-2) battery into the compartment. Ensure 
    the battery is inserted in accordance with the diagram shown.

Close the battery cover and fasten the fixture by turning clockwise.

If the radio is not to be used for any extended period of time, it is 
recommended that the battery is removed from the radio.
Reduced power, distortion and a “ stuttering sound “ or low battery 
sign      is flashing on the display are all signs that the batteries 
need replacing or recharged. (see below charge the batteries) 
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3. AC Operation
    Before plug the AC power cord into the AC socket, be sure the 
    voltage is correct. If you have batteries in the radio and connect 
    the AC power cord into the AC socket, the batteries will automatically 
    be disconnected.

AC power cord storage is designed to store the cord when the ra-
dio is not in use.
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   Charge the batteries

Reduced power, distortion and a “ stuttering sound “ or low battery 
sign      is flashing on the display are all signs that the batteries 
need recharged if you use rechargeable batteries to power the ra-
dio. 

Note: 
The radio can be charged only when the radio is off.
Connect the AC power cord into the AC socket to charge the bat-
teries, be sure the battery type switch is set to Charge position. 

When radio is charged, the CHARGE LED will be flashing and stop
flashing ( the LED is on ) when the radio is fully charged.
Charging time takes approx. 4-5 hours depending on capacity of 
the rechargeable batteries in use.

   Manual Tuning

1. Press the Power button to turn on the radio.

2. Select the required waveband by pressing the Band button.

3. Be sure to screw in the rubber FM antenna properly to get best 
    reception. For AM (MW) band, rotate the radio to get best signal.

4. Rotate the Tuning Control knob will change the frequency in the
    following increments
    FM: 50 or 100 kHz
    AM (MW): 9 or 10 kHz

5. Rotate the Volume Control knob to get required sound level.

6. To turn off the radio, press the Power button. Display will show OFF.
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   Memory presets stations

Storing stations in preset memories, please follow below step.
There are 5 memory presets for each waveband.

1. Press the Power button to turn on the radio.

2. Tune to required station pressing Band button and Tuning Control.

3. Press and hold down the required preset until the radio beeps.
    The preset number will appear in the display and the station will
    be stored under chosen preset button.

4. Repeat this procedure for the remaining presets.

5. Stations stored in preset memories can be over written by following 
    above procedures.

   Recall stations from preset memories

1. Press the Power button to turn on the radio.

2. Select the required waveband.

3. Momentarily press the required Preset button, the preset number 
    and station frequency will appear in the display. 

   Display backlight

When radio is switched on, press any button except Power button 
will illuminate the LCD display for approx. 15 seconds.
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   Setting tuning step

Tuning step in some countries are different from where you pur-
chase the radio. If you buy the radio in Europe and intend to use in
Northern America or some Latin American countries, you may have
to adjust tuning step so the radio may continue to serve you well.

1. When the radio is switched off, press and hold BAND button 
    3 seconds until software version 'PXX' shown on the display.

2. Continue pressing BAND button until FM tuning step option shown 
    on the display. Then rotate the Tuning control rotary to select 
    50 kHz or 100 kHz FM step. Press Band button to confirm the 
    selection. Now the display will show AM tuning step option.

3. Rotate the Tuning control rotary to select 9 kHz or 10 kHz AM step. 
    Press Band button to confirm the setting. Then the tuning step
    setting is completed.

   Clear the preset stations

Whenever is necessary, you can clear all the preset stations.
When radio is off, press Preset Button 5 same time for more than 2 
seconds to clear all the preset stations. Radio will be reset to origi-
nal factory set status.
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   Aux In socket 

The Aux In socket is to connect audio source (like MP3 player or 
CD walkman) to listen the audio program via the speaker.

Remove the rubber cover, connect the audio source with a 3.5 mm 
audio connector wire, rotate the Volume Control to play the audio 
program.

Note: 
you need to plug in 3.5 mm audio connector wire in order to change 
to the Aux in band.
